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WHEN YOU RETURN 

● When you return to the U.S., you should reset your passwords. If passwords were compromised 

while you were abroad, even if you aren’t yet aware of it, changing them upon your return will 

render the stolen ones useless. 

● If possible, erase and reload any devices taken with you. If malware was installed on your 

machine while traveling, this will aid in preventing further harm.
