Untl writen notfcaton is received in the EAO and
the applicant receives a confrmaton email from EAO, approved
and conditonal applicants are considered full partcipants in the
program and billing will remain on the student account.

Partcipants withdrawing from a program for any reason afer
the withdrawal deadline, found online at murraystate.edu/study-
abroaddeadlines, will be assessed any fees that cannot be recovered
for the program and will forfeit their applicaton fee. This may be up
to the full cost of the program. Withdrawal fees will be charged to
the partcipant’s MSU account. Withdrawal fees will apply whether
or not the full program fee has been applied to the student account
by the withdrawal date.

Students who fail to meet program requirements such as obtain-
ing a passport or visa, medical paperwork, or other requirements
will incur the withdrawal fees specifed here.

complete a minimum of 76 credit hours of graduate level course-
work with a planned program beyond the bachelor degree. Doc-
toral programs shall be composed of at least 50 percent of the total
course requirements at the 800-level or above. A maximum of 12
credit hours may be transferred from a regionally accredited in-
sttuton with the approval of the academic advisor and collegiate
graduate coordinator and/or dean. Graduate transfer work will not
be posted to the student’s academic record untl the degree is be-
ing conferred. Only the coursework required for the degree will be
posted.

~DGRAEH  GOAGG Advanced degree of study consistng of a
minimum of 60 graduate hours of concentrated and approved
coursework beyond a bachelor’s degree. A maximum of nine credit
hours of completed graduate work from any graduate degree work
completed afer the inital master’s degree program may be ap-
plied toward the specialist degree if the courses are appropriate
for the degree and are approved by the department.
